# Marx argued that it is human nature to transform nature,
and he calls this process of transformation "labor" and the
capacity to transform nature labor power.

# Marx outlined a humanist conception of communism,
Influenced by the philosophy of Ludwig Feuerbach and
based on a contrast between the alienated nature of labor
under capitalism and a communist society in which human
beings freely developed their nature in cooperative
production.

# "the nature of individuals depends on the material
conditions determining their production.“- Karl, Marx
traced the history of the various modes of production and
predicted the collapse of the present capitalist economy.
